Jetf Slyvester and Joshua Tofin both from the University of Nebraska at Kearney; Michael Fowler and Eli Garshick both from University of Pitt-Johnstown; Gregg Nurrenbern
from Truman State University; Andrew Uhl from the University of Findlay; Rick Schmoll from the University of Wisconsin-Parkside; Paul Bergman from Mercyhurst
College; William Eller from Colorado School of Mines; James Thomas from Shippensburg University of Pennsylvania; Jameson Bolen from West Liberty State College;
